Groundworks project update

Tara has spoken to Tracey from Groundworks and they are planning to come into the school on Wednesday 7th July to measure up. The school is still having issues with vandalism. It was agreed that until the school has approval for secure fencing around the walls from English Heritage then there is little point in doing more planting, if it is just going to be pulled up, as this is unfair for both children and staff. It was agreed that Tara would contact Tracey to say that we have changed our focus and would like to concentrate on getting the maintenance issue sorted as follows: 

· Fixing and painting the benches in the big yard

· Mending the notice board on the Hucknall Road side of the school and make good

· Finishing the tree trunk in the nursery garden by levelling it putting a top on to it and bricks around the base

· Put window boxes in the outside corridor between the nursery and school (as this can’t be reached by the vandals)

· Ask them for a quote for painting the faded walls in the small yard and maybe other painted areas around the school.

· Jet washing the tiled walls between the school and nursery 

· Look at getting a quote for Thermo flooring in the outside corridor between the nursery and school  - advise on suppliers (Carol Tymon may be able to help with this.)

It was suggested that the bulk of the work could be done at the end of the summer holidays to avoid additional vandalism but if any work could be done on the area between the school and nursery beforehand would be a great help, especially as the school has its induction evening next Wednesday. Tara to progress.

The school will find out at the end of July if they have been successful in the bid that Frankie and Elise have put in for new playground equipment and improvements.

New funding goals
The PTA asked Elise for new fundraising goals. Elise to go away and think about some ideas. Jodi and Tara suggested refurbishing the old school bell in the tower. It would be a good legacy project for the PTA.  It might also help towards improving lateness as we could look into the possibility of ringing it in the morning as a call for school. Would be good PR for the school and show we are using the assets of the building to our advantage etc. Jodi and Tara to look into getting quotes for the work to see if this achievable. 

Film night

All agreed the following:

Date: Thursday 15 July

Time: 5:30 for 6pm viewing – out of school by 8pm.

Venue: small school hall (show film in main hall refreshments in 1/2 SP prep area)

Price: 50p per person  - ticket entitles holder to free cup of squash and popcorn. Tickets to be sold by PTA volunteers and through the school office.

Arrangements: We will put out tables at the back of the hall but thought it may be fun to ask children to bring cushions to sit on.

Equipment  - the school has secured funding for a screen, speakers and projector – these still need to be ordered Jodi to contact Gayle Augton to progress. Jodi to contact Steve Little at the Broadway to see if we can borrow a projector if the equipment doesn’t turn up in time. Tara thinks she may be able to borrow a portable screen.

Film: Jodi to ask Emma Davies to work with the film club to choose a film. All agreed it needs to be a U and not too long. We are hoping to screen the children’s films that are being screened at the Broadway Cinema on the 12th of July prior to the main feature. Need this information as soon as possible so that we can start promoting.

Promotion: Tara to do posters and tickets. Jodi to draft letter promoting event and requesting food donations and raffle prizes.

Food: Agreed to serve pop corn / hotdogs. We will also ask for food donations (Irem – Shagufta can you help with this?)

Additional funding – Jodi to send out letters to local supermarkets requesting funding for raffle prizes, food, drink, cups plates and serviettes.

Raffle: Jodi to get in touch with local cinemas to see if they will donate raffle prizes. Jodi to ask Emma if Love film might donate something.
PTA Volunteers – please get in touch if you can help on the night serving food / setting up / taking tickets etc.

Finally might be worth meeting just before event to ensure we have everything covered. Jodi to e-mail date.

Sports day

· Sports day is Monday 5 July at 1.15pm or the 6th if it rains on Carrington playing fields.

· PTA have offered to sell drinks cakes / biscuits ice creams, bin bags etc.
